POLICY:   EXCEPTIONS TO DUTY HOURS
I
PURPOSE

Winthrop’s Graduate Medical Education Committee (GMEC) is responsible for monitoring and advising on all aspects of residency education, as per ACGME standards and WUH Medical Staff Bylaws. One of its ACGME-mandated responsibilities is to establish an institutional policy by which to review and endorse requests from programs prior to submission to an RRC for exceptions in the weekly limit on duty hours up to 10 percent or up to a maximum of 88 hours.

POLICY

There are no exceptions to the Hospital’s resident duty hours policy. We are bound by New York State Regulations which do not accommodate exceptions.
