GRADUATE MEDICAL EDUCATION POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
POLICY:   FOURTH YEAR MEDICAL STUDENT ROTATIONS
I
DEFINITION


4th YEAR STUDENT ELIGIBILITY: An applicant, in good standing, enrolled in a medical school recognized by the Liaison Committee on Medical Education (LCME), the American Osteopathic Association (AOA) or the World Health Organization (WHO), who has successfully completed Step 1 of the USMLE.  Qualified applicants are eligible to request sub-internships and/or electives. 
II
POLICY

A. All students looking to do 4th year rotations at WUH will be considered. Assignment(s) will be granted at the discretion of the Program Director according to department/division resources and WUH contractual parameters.  Winthrop-University Hospital (WUH) does not discriminate with regard to sex, race, age, religion, color, national origin, disability, or veteran status.

B. Applicants are considered eligible if they meet one of the following qualifications:    

1. Student of  a medical school in the United States or Canada accredited by the Liaison Committee on Medical Education (LCME)

2. Student of  a college of osteopathic medicine in the United States accredited by the American Osteopathic Association (AOA)

3. Student of a medical school outside of the United States or Canada, recognized by the WHO, who meet the following qualifications:
-Possesses US or Canadian citizenship or resident alien status
-Has successfully completed Step 1 of the USMLE


Application consists of:

-Dean’s Letter (from SOM or Student Affairs) to state rank in class (if       available), current standing and summation of students abilities.
-Copy of original USMLE certificate.

-Letter of recommendation from corresponding Clerkship Director stating successful completion of clerkship (note: a rotation request will not be honored if the corresponding clerkship, i.e., IM Clerkship for Cardiology elective, was not successfully completed).
III
RESPONSIBILITIES

A. The Program Director, or designee, is responsible for selecting from among eligible applicants on the basis of their preparedness, ability, academic credentials, communication skills, personal qualities such as motivation and integrity, and professionalism.  

B. The Office of Academic Affairs is responsible for reviewing each applicant’s credentials to ensure that all requirements are met.

IV
PROCEDURES

A. Applicants are to apply, via the WUH Medical Student website, once applicant has established that desired rotation is currently available. 
B. Applicants are required to submit at the time of their request to WUH all the required credentials and eligibility requirements.

C. The Office of Academic Affairs shall review, in conjunction with the Program Director, all academic credentials to ensure that the eligibility requirements have been met. 

D. Accepted students will be notified via e-mail.

E. All students accepted will be required to present a current Health Clearance and to comply with WUH Medical Student Orientation requirements.
