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POLICY:    EDUCATIONAL EXPENSE ACCOUNT
Purpose
To establish a policy for all ACGME post-graduate training programs sponsored by Winthrop University Hospital defining eligible expenses to be drawn against the Educational Expense Account (previously called Conference Reimbursement). 
Policy
WUH provides an annual allocation of funds, specific to each resident, for reimbursement of educationally related items. It is the Program Director’s responsibility to ensure invoices charged against said account are for educationally related items and that said reimbursement does not exceed one’s annual allocation. The reimbursement year runs in tandem with the academic year.  Eligible purchases include books, software related to medical education, conference fees (including coach travel and accommodation), stethoscopes and other related medical equipment deemed necessary for the practice of ones discipline.  
Procedure
Housestaff are to produce original documents to their Academic Coordinator who, upon verification that they meet reimbursement criteria, will draw up a reimbursement voucher to be signed off on by the Program Director. 
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
