Policy on

Full Disclosure of Program Accreditation Status


As per ACGME requirements, all residents, incoming residents and applicants to the program must be aware of the accreditation status of the residency or subspecialty residency in question.  


When an ACGME accreditation letter is received, WUH residents are to be notified of the accreditation status. If the action is “Continued Accreditation” (residencies), “Accreditation” or “Accreditation with Warning” (subspecialty residencies), notification could be done in writing or verbally at the discretion of the program director. Residents should also be informed of the length of accreditation, and be given a summary of any citations and the program’s intended response to and remediation regarding the citations. 

Should an adverse action occur, i.e. “Probationary Accreditation” or “Withdrawal of Accreditation”, program directors must notify all current residents as well as applicants to the program in writing. Copies of these letters must be kept on file by the program director. 

The Internal Review Process will include questions regarding compliance with this policy.
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
