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Graduate Medical Education Committee
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POLICY:   Resident Participation on Committees and Councils
I. 
Purpose
The ACGME Institutional Requirements stipulate that a GME sponsoring institution must ensure that residents participate on committees and councils whose actions affect their education and/or patient care.  The purpose of this policy is to provide a mechanism by which Winthrop’s GMEC can effectively monitor programs for compliance with this requirement.
II.
Policy
 
Program Directors are responsible for including in their curriculum the fact that participation on committees germane to educational or patient care activities is an important component of the learning process, and that residents will be appointed to selected committees with protected time for attendance. Participation should be consistent over time so that a resident gets the benefit of continuity of discussion and process.  Alternates are to be used sparingly as needed. The Program Director, as described in the GMEC’s Requirements and Responsibilities of Residency Program Director, shall facilitate placement of residents on committees. 
III
Procedures
Program compliance will be monitored by the GMEC through the Internal Review process, and the GMEC Program Annual Report, which shall include a synopsis on resident participation by committee for that year.
