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POLICY:   TRANSFER RESIDENTS
Purpose
To establish a policy for all ACGME post-graduate training programs sponsored by Winthrop which is consistent with ACGME  Common Program Requirements regarding resident transfer.
Policy
Transfers from other ACGME programs may be accepted on a space available basis. 
For residents transferring in from other programs, a letter of release from the current program director is required including an assessment of competencies.

Procedures

To determine the appropriate level of education for residents who are transferring from another residency program, Winthrop’s program director must solicit and receive a release and written verification of previous educational experiences.  The release is to include a statement regarding the performance evaluation of the transferring resident, with an assessment of competence in the six Core Competencies.  This material must be received prior to the resident’s acceptance into the program.  By ACGME requirements, a program director is required to provide verification of residency education for residents who leave/transfer prior to completion of their education.   

This policy shall be cross-referenced in the GMEC’s Resident Selection and Eligibility policy.
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
